SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

1)Work area

• Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered and dark areas invite accidents

• Do not operate machines in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Machines create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

• Keep children and bystanders away while operating a machine. Distractions can cause you to lose control.
2)Electrical safety

• Machine plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) machines. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

Turn the depth adjustment knob (1) to adjust, make sure the scale align at the small triangle on the housing.
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Power ON/OFF 
To start the tool, simply press the trigger (2). Release the trigger to stop. For continuous operation， press the trigger(2) and then press in the lock button(3). To stop the tool from the locked position, press the trigger (2) fully, then release it.

Fix the parallel guide ruler 
Loosen the locking knob (8), insert the parallel guide ruler (14), then tighten the locking knob (8).
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[image: image19.emf]Sharpening planer blades 

Always keep your blades sharp for the best performance possible. Use the sharpening holder to remove nicks and produce a fine edge. (Fig.6)
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First， loosen the two wing nuts on the holder and insert the blades (A) and (B)， so that they contact the sides (C) and (D). Then tighten the wing nuts. (Fig.7)

Immerse the dressing stone in water for 2 or 3 minutes before sharpening. Hold the holder so that the blades both contact the dressing stone for simultaneous sharpening at the same angle. 
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Fix the blade 
Put the sharped blade in the blade setting gauge(11), then fix the blade in the machine
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Replace the belt
Loosen the screws (16), take out the belt cover. Then replace the belt (12).
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Replace carbon brush 
If big spark, or the carbon brush length is 3-5mm, you should replace the carbon brush. Use the screwdriver (16) to take out dust cover, brush cover(18). Then replace the carbon brush (13).
